1) Mission number:  I.e.: 08T1942; 08M9421; 08ARC0505DP1

2) Tracking  #:  There may or may not be one.  IC will advise you.

3) Air Sortie Date:  Date Sortie begins  (Z)

4) Air Sortie Type:  IC will tell you this when assigning a mission.

5) Pilot CAP ID: Self explanatory.

6) Tail Number: What’s the aircraft’s N-number?

7) Aircraft type: C-172, C-182, etc.

8) Callsign:  CaPFlight number.  I.e.: CPF 1492

9) Take Off Airport:  Three-Letter Identifier.  I.e.: SUX

10) Landing Airport: Three-Letter Identifier.  I.e.: SFD

11) Area Assigned (Use: State/City/Area): I.e.: KS/Topeka/Clinton Lake

12) Estimated Sortie Hours: How long will your flight take…From engine start to engine stop.  I.e.: 3.1  Give it your best guesstimate!

13) Actual Sortie Hours:  How long did the sortie actually take?  Note: Each take-off to landing is a sortie.  (Exception…touch and goes).

14) Estimated Take Off Time: When (do you think you’ll) (did you think you’d) be able to take off? In Zulu, please.  CDST: add 5 hours to local time.  CST: add 6 hours to local time.  To nearest quarter of the hour.  I.e.: 9:15 p.m. CDST.  In military time, is 21:15.  In Zulu time,  0215Z.

15) Actual Take Off Time:  What time was it when ‘wheels up’ occurred?  In Zulu, please.  CDST: add 5 hours to local time.  CST: add 6 hours to local time. Give to nearest 5 minutes.
16) Objective: What is the purpose of this flight?  Drop off package; look for ELT; what?

17) Fuel/Oil ($):  Amount (in money) that was paid for the gas and oil used during this sortie.

18) Reimbursement (CAPID):  Leave blank.

19) Sortie Flown/Not Flown:  Select one…Flown Successfully, Flown Unsuccessfully, Not Flown, Not Required.

20) Reason not Flown/Not Successful: Why?  I.e.: weather, maintenance, CAP crew not available, customer cancelled, other.
